«School Safety” has bern defined as creatmg s.'.'e'emm'onmcnts for children,
starting from their ho nes to their schools and back ThlS includes safety
from any kind of abus :, violence, psycho gocial Issue d&saster natural and
manmade, fire, transportation. Emotlonal safety 1s espemally important
because it is often diff cult for teachers and parents to detect. Bullying can
cause victimized stud¢nts to suffer from lower self-esteem and daily stress

about their well-being.

Children require a heelthy and suppqrtlve enwronment to grow and develop.
All children have r1gh to live in dlgmtjy and have access to education in an
environment that is safe, protectwe and conducive to growth and
development. Everybcdy in the schogl has a role to play in ensuring goed
safety, heaith and welfare Wlthm t:b;e school this includes teachers, special
needs a531stants students, v131tors and contractors. Established safety,
heaith and welfare 1o glslatlon and common law duties of care set down

specific requireme‘nts for emplayers and employees.

As children spend a significant part of their childhood and formative years
in schools, it is imperative that the ambience in schools is positive and
nurturing, where they feel safe and secure on the premises "and with the
care providers. Sens:: of safety and well-being is also instilled in students
when action is tak:n against misconduct or abuse, such as corporal
punishment, discriminatory practices, bullying and other forms of verbal,

emotional or sexual : buse, by teachers, other personnel and other students



Evidence suggests that the main causes of .phy_sical harm in schools are
accidents such as slips, trips and falls, manual handling and contact with
equipment. While he level of reported injury is low, it is worth noting the
éﬁect of such accidents, as indicated by time absent from work, is

significantly higher in the education sector than any other.

In developing courtries like India, schools are often located in vulnerable
areas and unprepared to fespond to emergencies. In recent years, there has
been an increase in reports of physical harm/ psychological harm caused to
school students as a result of accidents, buﬂying, stress, harassment and
assault. It is impo-tant to monitor status of schools in providing safe and
secure environmer t to children bascé; émstmg guldehnes on safety and

security of children in schools. 5
